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ABSTRACT

The paper examines the factors that allowed the Greater Middle East monarchies to survive the protests known as the
“Arab Spring”. The author considers the popular argument in scientific and media-political discourse about the culturally
conditioned legitimacy of the Middle Eastern monarchies, and also presents several cases of successful anti-monarchist
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conditionally divide all the monarchies of the Greater Middle East into two types: individualistic and clan. The paper
shows that patrimonial ties, which have been carefully built over several decades, are an important element in the
stability of monarchies.
